	Issue

The service will work to provide support for repository managers in collaboratively finding solutions for common issues. The service will also proactively engage with appropriate entities where necessary, and will facilitate community communication to ensure the best possible solutions for common issues. 	Background

The consultancy agreement with USQ for CAIRSS delivery expired on 16 March 2011.  The CAUL President approved, upon recommendation from the CAIRSS Advisory Committee, a new offer from USQ to provide the next phase of the CAIRSS.  As such, there will be no service disruption and a relatively seamless transition, with the revised service commencing on 17 March 2011. 


	Rationale

The service to be delivered by USQ will focus on building a community of practice amongst CAIRSS members in Australia and New Zealand. This will be achieved by focussing on seven (7) areas of activity including:

1. Common Repository Management Issues: facilitate workflow assistance, discovery (metadata, Trove), statistics and reporting.

2. Copyright: facilitate knowledge sharing and training.

3. Common Repository Software Issues: sandpit, trends and development.

4. Communication and facilitation between CAUL and external bodies: e.g. ARC with ERA 2012; HERDC; Open Access; NLA for these in Trove; ANDS; etc.

5. Open Access: facilitate knowledge sharing, training and creation of community services (e.g. toolkits).

6. Open Access Publishing: facilitate knowledge sharing, training and creation of community services (e.g. toolkits).

7. Data Management: facilitate knowledge sharing, training and creation of community services (e.g. toolkits).
