Activity since last report
Two workshops with academic staff and librarians have been held at each participating institution. These workshops generated items for each I.L. standard and cross-validated them.  

Ethical clearance has been obtained at each institution as required.

Support  for the research project has been obtained from senior managers at each participating university.

The survey instrument to be piloted in first term 2002 has been constructed.

Funding from CAUL and ANZIIL assisted with the initial workshops and the engagement of a research assistant to assist in the development of the instrument.

Plan for forthcoming activity
The questionnaire will be piloted in week  6 of first term with first year undergraduate students.

Phase 1 includes cohorts of education students (220 each) at CQU, UNE and RMIT; and Law students from QUT and University of Melbourne.

Following the administration of the questionnaire, approximately 50 students from each cohort will be interviewed by a librarian.  This will give concurrent validity to the results and be correlated with academic achievement.

Phase 2 will include the generation of items and pilot questionnaires for other discipline areas.

A proposal for further funding is being submitted to DEST.
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
