	Activity since last report
	Six institutions have participated in the development of an item bank validated against the Australian Information Literacy Standards.  This item bank was compiled following workshops with academic staff and librarians particularly focusing on the disciplines of law and education.  
An instrument was tested with first year undergraduate students in law and education in first semester, 2002.  Data from this pilot is still being analysed.  Results will be compared with academic results as one component of the validation test for the instrument.

A proposal for further funding from DEST has been prepared to take the project further – to validate the items against the revised standards and to validate the instrument for specific discipline areas e.g. medicine, engineering etc.



	Achievements since last report
	The survey instrument was tested with education and law students at six institutions.
