CAUL has been approached by the Australian Library and Information Association for input to a year-long project which is about to commence.  The aim of the project, tentatively called Library and Information Education for the Knowledge Age (LISEKA), is to outline a framework for career-long education of library and information workers in the future taking account of the major environmental changes in the education sector and the contemporary practice of librarianship. The project is being led by Professor Mairéad Browne former President of ALIA and recently retired from UTS. 

A key characteristic of the project (the draft 2 outline is attached) is that it seeks active collaboration of stakeholder groups, including CAUL, in all stages of the project.  Consequently CAUL members are being asked for advice on how it might be involved in the project.   The project outline mentions the possibility of involvement in a National Forum (invitation only) in November but earlier input is sought also.
