	PROCESS
	Users complete application form on www, one for each library they wish to borrow from.  Form is authorized and forwarded via email to host library.  If payment is involved form must be printed and sent with fee to home library.  Use modified home card (host barcode added) or card created at host institution.
	Users complete application form on www.  Eligible to borrow from only one host library.  Form is authorized and forwarded via email to host library.  If payment is involved form must be printed and sent with fee to home library.  Use modified home card (host barcode added) or card created at host institution.
	Automatic registration at any opac terminal of any of the libraries.  Computer systems check authorization.  Process is overnight at UniSA, one hour at Adelaide and Flinders. Users are able to use their own ID or Library card at host libraries because barcodes are acceptable at all institutions.
	Students enrol at home library to obtain CAVAL RBP card.  It is then stamped at host library.  Banned borrowers are entered into the COOL-CAT database and can be checked there for eligibility.  Monthly banned borrower lists and borrowing statistics are issued by CAVAL.
	Students produce proof of current enrolment at host library; staff may present letter of introduction or present themselves but their affiliation is checked by phone.  Users are able to use their own ID or Library card at host libraries because barcodes are acceptable at all institutions.

	OTHER INFORMATION
	Prior to 1999 UNISON was for academic and research staff and higher degree students only. Borrowers with blocked status at host are sanctioned at home library (i.e. Withholding exam results).
	2000 will be first year of scheme.
	Blocked and demerit points are exchanged automatically by computer.
	All students including undergraduates are eligible to enter the RBP.  All operations and statistics are monitored by CAVAL.
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
