· Environmental scan – with a view to sharing information across CAUL - of resource sharing initiatives from two aspects:
· Physical collections – resource sharing initiatives, standards and open connection, including interoperability and unmediated access
· Electronic materials
· Review and consolidation of the CAUL guidelines on services to offshore students and onshore students at locations remote to the home campuses
