	Progress against the work plan
a. Conduct an environmental scan, identify and report to CAUL on issues of relevance to CAUL and its members. 

Environmental scan commenced for CLATAC members. Once refined will invite CAUL members to contribute.
b. Explore and report on the library’s role in contributing to L&T standards and quality audits.
A list has been compiled. Now investigating how libraries contribute to learning and teaching standards and quality audits.
c.  Further investigate the contribution of libraries to learning outcomes and the student experience by drawing on research such as the AUSSE survey and proactively summarising and disseminating this research to CAUL and stakeholder groups.
ACER has been contacted and three options have been proposed:

1.    ACER could develop a report of 5 to 7 pages including graphs etc on the impact of Libraries and student experience (fee for service of between $3K and $5K depending on scope)

2.    CAUL collaborate with ACER to produce a similar sort of report which could be used to both our purposes as a joint research briefing

3.    Negotiate optional questions in the AUSSE survey on libraries so more data could be obtained.

	CAUL submissions
CLATAC undertook survey of CAUL members on library and related learning space projects undertaken over past five years. The survey fed into CAUL’s submission to the Higher Education Base Funding Review. Summary of survey findings:
Responses received from 26 Unis + University of Canterbury

Total reported cost of Library only projects (73n) $448.454M with a 70/30 split between university funds($315.711M) & special grants, donations, & bequests ($134.993M)

Partnership and non-library learning commons type projects was about $10.5M the split this time was 60/40.

2 universities reported no library projects, while of the other 24 library projects ranged from $13,000 for a modest refurbishment of an area at Curtin through to $97M for Macquarie’s new library.
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
