Recommendations to CAUL
CAUL has been providing support for the position of Copyright Advisor for the ALCC for the past two years since the demise of ACLIS. The role of the Copyright Advisor has been crucial in lobbying for libraries and providing comprehensive, informed and eloquent submissions in response to various issues papers and references from the CLRC. The impact of these actions can be judged in one way by the current success of the transfer of the library exceptions in the Act into the digital environment.

Following the changes to the Act the Copyright Advisor has also been available to provide workshops, seminars and presentations to inform library staff on the impact of the changes.

Preparation and lobbying is already beginning for the review of the Copyright Amendment (Digital Agenda) Act, and the CLRC Reports are due to be introduced into parliament for discussion in the near future. It will be important for libraries to maintain the arguments and lobbying which have so far benefited their cause. The position of Copyright Advisor is central to this campaign.

The Copyright Advisor is a positive example of how CAUL can benefit by the retention of full-time outside expertise for specialised work, as mentioned by Earle in his posting to CAUL some weeks ago.

For the position of Copyright Advisor to continue CAUL will be asked to contribute again in 2002.

Recommendation: It is recommended that CAUL continue to support the position of Copyright Advisor using the current model of a per institution contribution in 2002.
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
