A CAUL Repositories Forum will be held on Monday 28 November at Monash Conference Centre in Collins Street, Melbourne: 9.30 am to 4.45 pm.  Lunch and morning and afternoon tea will be provided, but places are limited.  The Forum is open to anyone interested in or involved with online research repositories.  It is being organised by members of the ARROW and APSR repository projects.

Scope and purposes
The purpose of the forum is to share major Australian library and other experiences.  The reason for doing this now is that many – perhaps most – Australian universities are thinking about establishing such repositories, or have already done so.  There is widespread interest amongst CAUL members in further opportunities to discuss creation of repositories, and the forum is intended to address this.

More specifically, the Forum is to consider some or all of these issues:

· The roles of research repositories in Australian universities. 

· Working with senior university members, faculty and researchers to make research repositories a success – institutional engagement, workflow issues, process re-engineering, researcher efficiency and promotion of institutions, faculties and individuals.

· The Australian RQF and the contribution of repositories to the assessment of research quality and impact 

· University policies and repositories – mandating and use.

· Copyright and other legal issues

· Repositories for other research institutions. 

· Collaboration between Australian institutional research repositories

It is not intended that the forum focus on software options or issues; ARROW and APSR are planning a Forum early in February 2006 for that purpose.  Nor is it intended to focus on repositories created for other purposes (learning objects, for example). The forum will be about research, and about client purposes, outcomes and value. 

Attendance
This is a CAUL function, and its focus is library managers, institutional repository managers and other staff involved in them, and other people involved in the management of research information. 

Outcomes
· Share information between institutions and with others.

· Provide input to the Research Quality Framework.

· Assist attendees to build on the experience of others in developing business cases, and planning and implementing their own research repositories.

· Encourage collaboration between Australian university libraries.
