Deeming meeting at VALA 
Melbourne, 7th Feb 2002
Brief report of discussion and recommendations.

Present: Jocelyn Priddey, Shirley Sullivan, Tony Arthur, Diane Costello, Cathie Jilovsky, Helen Livingston, Derek Whitehead.

Inclusion of aggregating services/platform/interface eg.  Swetsnet, EbscoOnline, Highwire, Ovid etc count the serials / databases accessed this way as individual titles.

If buying a package like Blackwells Science,  count individually.

The instructions need to tell people how to deal with platforms and don't count twice.

Titles that have subsets and libraries may have different combinations of the subsets eg

ProQuest, Muse, Ebsco mega file, Jstor. List the main set and under that the various possible subsets with deemed numbers.

Titles you get under these platforms are to be counted in columns for either aggregations or publishers sets depending what they are.

We are going to move to a ticked box method for the relevant columns C and D

AusStats

Standards put on deemed list count as 1 and  Do not count the paper. 

Put note if you can’t extract from your monographs and serial hard copy.

Annual reports eg Cdconnect,  deem a number. Shirley will find names and numbers 

The deemed list will be in alphabetical order.

Electronic versions of dictionaries encyclopaedias are non serials  (digital loose leafs)

Lexis, Dow Jones, Factiva, Reuters, Westlaw  will be  on list 

IEEE/ IEL  deemed list and add mono bits to mono count Shirley will get numbers for list

Conference proceedings are monographs.

List of publishers 

Make it clear that the total package and if you don’t get this then you have to count as individual titles. 

CCH legal packages –  how many you individually subscribe to.

Scientific American archive, TLS to come off the deemed list

Tell people about databases and count them as 1

Instructions with deemed list

Say up-front that we know about overlap between titles on deemed list

Duplicates –  leave as is.  Just check instructions make sense (Helen)

Leave in totals but  explain why it is a little bit funny.  Who will do this?

Free/bought  distinction has been done away with.
