Libraries Australia has implemented new functionality based on the COinS standard that will help research users of the service. COinS (http://ocoins.org) is a standard that encodes bibliographic information. In conjunction with Zotero in Firefox, researchers can collect, manage and cite research sources. More information is available from Appendix C of the Status Report in the LAAC papers.
Activity on Libraries Australia continues at a high rate, with search activity, holdings added, bibliographic records added and document delivery requests all showing growth.

Vic Elliott attended the LAAC meeting and reported on the governance relationship with OCLC.
In July the National Library released its Directions for 2009-2011. In the context of this broad statement of direction, the Resource Sharing and Innovation Division of the Library has now released its Strategic Plan for July 2009 to June 2011.
