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CAUL statement re non-disclosure and confidentiality clauses in licences.
CAUL affirms that the mere instance of being in negotiations with a publisher for its electronic content can in no way be construed as a trade secret, nor likely to harm either party to the negotiations in any way.  CAUL members are therefore deemed free to convey to others that such negotiations are underway.
CAUL affirms that, by its nature, a consortium cannot participate in a joint venture unless all members of the consortium are fully apprised of the conditions and options available to all members.  CAUL members are therefore deemed free to discuss the terms and conditions of any and all proposals to the consortium with other members of the consortium.
CAUL publishes licences of CAUL-facilitated electronic resources on its website.  The default method is public access.  CAUL recognises that some licence terms may be considered market-sensitive, and will consider any reasonable request to keep specified terms confidential to its membership.  After consideration of any such request, CAUL may render some or all of the licence members-only access.
